How To: Configure a Fixed IP

Although you can access your MUD via its Host name , it is important to provide
your MIUD with a fixed IP to ensure reliable connectivity and easier access via
the Internet

There are two ways to access and rename your MUD

1- Your MUD directly connected to a Monitor or TV via a HDMI cable

2- Remotely from a PC on your network using PuTTY or MobaXterm (SSH and telnet
client)

1 - How to: Connected to a Monitor or TV:
